With the support of a two consecutive LAUC research grants for 2004-5 and 2005-6, I was able to make two research trips: one to northern China and another to the former USSR, Almaty, Kazakhstan and Moscow and St. Petersburg, Russia.  The purpose of the trips, as noted in my proposal for the grant, was to seek out periodicals and monographs, as well as literary works, published in the Korean language in China and the former USSR.  As a final goal, I am compiling a bibliographic reference work concerning the Korean diaspora.  It is now available on the Internet; the url is:

It would have been better if trips could have been done earlier.  Some publications have already been discontinued or are unavailable.  While people can speak of these publications, lack of complete bibliographical records makes it all but impossible to obtain complete or reliable identification of these publications.  Even though late done, the trips were really worthwhile since they allowed me to establish connections with scholars and professionals in the publishing world that will prove invaluable in the future, with respect to both my current project and future acquisitions.  Most concretely, with these trips, I have begun to do business with some vendors that now sell Korean language materials to our library. 
· Did the project accomplish what it intended? Did it make a difference?


I have, I think, accomplished what I intended.  However, considering precedents in these areas, only one short time visit is not enough to adequately study these Korean language publications and to establish a good connection with scholars and professionals in the publishing business.  Therefore, my first visit is, I believe, a milestone on initiating a long term project of collection development in the field of the Korean diaspora.

For the development of a collection on the Korean diaspora, I strongly need stable funding to acquire the materials and to carry out acquisition trips to these areas.

It happened that I went to Moscow and St. Petersburg , Russia, instead of Tashkent, Uzbekistan, since, when I visited Almaty, Kazakhstan, I realized that most of the valuable information and resources persons are in the major cities, specifically Moscow and St. Petersburg.  These days, like Korean-Chinese (Chosǒnjok) who are leaving for Beijing or Shanghai in China, many Korean-Russians, called Kyorǒ saram in Korean, are leaving their hometowns in Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan and mainly moving to Moscow and St. Petersburg, in Russia.  This is largely for economic reasons and/or to provide a good education for their children.
