Original Abstract as Submitted: 
The project seeks to enhance the discovery and research of materials (all media) defining the historical and contemporary body of knowledge pertaining to the water supply of San Francisco. Discrete and disparate collections will be identified, assessed, and defined with the intention of providing enhanced intellectual access to materials that are often overlooked and difficult to locate and access. The compiled data will be summarized, and an annotated guide to collections will be produced and made publicly accessible via the web. A MARC record will be added to OCLC and Melvyl, and the end product will be promoted locally as well as in professional listservs and publications.

I.  ACCOMPLISHMENTS and EVALUATION

· Describe what was achieved during the time period of the grant.  


Collections of interest were identified by way of literature review and in consultation with colleagues and experts in the field of water resources research. A survey was developed and dispersed to gatekeepers of collections. Further correspondence with gatekeepers was performed. Site visits to San Francisco Public Utilities Commission, California Historical Society, and San Francisco Public Library occurred (April 2007). Web site was designed, including a metadata submission form allowing collection owners to submit their information in a standardized, consistent format. The entries received shaped the creation of the annotated Web guide (see url at IV, below). The guide has been promoted unceremoniously in listservs and the Society of California Archivists newsletter, chiefly in the form of a call for additional repositories.
· What aspects were completed as proposed?  If your study could not be completed as proposed, explain how your plans were altered.

All steps from the Design and Methodology portion of the original proposal were completed, with the exception of site visits and final promotion. Due to physical injury, site visits were not possible for much of FY 2006-07. Visits will be scheduled and performed in FY 2007-08. The final promotional activities have yet to be performed, as the project is not yet complete.

Funds were not utilized used during FY 2006-07 (see III. Financial Statement, below), thus the one year extension.

There is evidence that the project will indeed accomplish its goals and fulfill a research need. Quantitative data suggests that over 100 unique visitors are viewing the SFh2o website monthly. This activity is occurring despite the fact that the site is not currently linked from anywhere, nor has it been truly promoted. Approximately one dozen reference transactions related to the project have been received in FY 2006-07.

Similarly, salary allocation was deferred for one year. Although none of the funding was officially utilized in FY 2006-07, the estimates from the original budget still hold and are expected to closely match actual expenditures.
