Taiwan, as a hot spot in world geopolitics, attracts increasingly attention in academic research. However, being buried by
general Chinese studies, the research resources specifically for Taiwan studies are often not identified and distinguished.
This research aims at discovering the feature and identity of the Taiwan study resources, and analyzing its connection
with general East Asian study resources. The following are the distinctive characteristics of the research project.

? This project is a pioneering study of Taiwan research resources in academic libraries. During the study, | will identify the
historical, cultural, ideological, political, and/or economic relations underneath the Taiwan issue, and investigate the
interactions of Taiwan research resources with other East Asian study resources in academic libraries, particularly in
Taiwan and East Asia.

? This project uses an experimental approach to discover those exclusive and distinctive research resources that are not
part of the general East Asian study resources. Through direct field studies in Taiwan, | will study on the special feature
of such unique resources and distinguish the academic value in research and education.

? This project emphasizes the principle of academic freedom and is devoted to diversity, equity and inclusion of the
research resources in research libraries. | know the issue of Taiwan is involved in cultural and political sensibility, and
expect to reach international understanding and cooperation through the research process.

In general, the total spending of my research project is $4,258.84, which well matches the original
estimated budget of $4,286 which was funded with the LAUC Research Grant 2024. | spent
$3,993.34 for travel, which is very close to the original budget of $3,996 for travel. | did not visit
Hualien as originally planned, due to a major earthquake a few months before the trip. | spent
$265.50 for supplies and prints related to the research trip, which is close to the original budget of
$280 for supplies. The printed materials purchased with the fund will be added to the library
collection after research use. The following are the details of the expenditure.

The cost for travel was $3,993.34, which includes transportation $2,246.45 (round trip air fare
$1,504.10 and transportation within Taiwan $742.35) and hotel & meal $1,746.89 (Taipei 6 days
$1,042.47.22 with $733.86 for hotel and $308.61 for meal; Kaohsiung 2 days $243.18 with $111.11
for hotel and $132.07 for meal; Taichung 3 days $461.24 with $265.78 for hotel and $195.46 for
meal.

The spending for supplies was $265.50, including supplies for data storage $123.68 and research
prints $141.82.
