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Original Abstract as Submitted

This session brings together two in-process projects that are working to encourage computational
and ethical access to collections that we, as archives and libraries, steward. Presenters from The
Bancroft Library and Densho, a community-based organization, will discuss their projects related to
records surrounding the forced removal and incarceration of 120,000 persons of Japanese ancestry
during World War Il. This work is being realized by leveraging partnerships that merge technical
expertise with content or domain expertise and deep community knowledge. The intersectional and
positional work of these projects highlights the importance of building new partnerships outside of the
archives to create new content and implement community co-curation models to support on-going
inquiry, knowledge-building, and exploration around this topic, with implications for vulnerable
communities today. Presenters will share their work so far and engage with audience members to
collect feedback on our approaches and practices that will be essential for our future work.

This presentation will have an impact on how we process collections and how users access and use
data in our collections. Our work will contribute to a better understanding of how we can implement
emerging technologies in libraries and archives and how we can work with communities to share in
making access decisions.
