Culinary collections are excellent for building momentum with new audiences and are rich sources for
historical understanding of economic trends, gender studies, the history and evolution of local
foodways and traditions, and more. Cookbooks and culinary ephemera inform multidisciplinary
approaches for both library professionals and new audiences to engage with special collections
through outreach activities, exhibits, and in-class teaching sessions. Each panelist on the proposed
panel works with similar materials in a specific community, and works to plan sustainable community
outreach events and to engage students with primary sources in accessible, level-appropriate ways.
Each case study on this panel will demonstrate ways that their distinctive culinary collections have
worked towards building momentum with new audiences, demonstrating the sustainability of
programming and research surrounding these untapped treasures. Audrey Russek's presentation,
“Hunger for More: Community Outreach and the Chef Martin Yan Legacy Archive”, addresses the
handling of significant donations of cookbook collections; strategies for promotion and planning of
engagement and teaching activities; community-based archiving and oral histories; and the
challenges and rewards of curating exhibitions based on this content.

$340. The LAUC grant for $600 offset the total cost of the conference. Although airfare was less than anticipated, based on
additional expenses for other conferences occurring earlier in June, | did not have the remaining $100 in my professional
development funds as "other funding," All other estimates were accurate.
