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	Proposal Abstract (not to exceed 250 words):

Dissemination of John Galen Howard’s lectures, delivered1905-1928, and Spiro Kostof’s lectures, delivered 1965-1991, has the potential to spur new scholarly research in the historiography of architecture and architectural history. Both professors were highly-regarded nationally, and taught the same required architectural history survey course at UC Berkeley, the first school of architecture west of the Mississippi.

Howard’s 1,584 pages of lecture typescripts are in The Bancroft Library. The Kostof papers are in the Canadian Centre of Architecture (CCA). Because the Kostof finding aid does not show Kostof’s most recent survey lectures, travel to CCA is necessary to locate them. The author has seen these lectures.

The Howard and Kostof typescripts will be photocopied and sent by the Bancroft to Apex for transcription into two file formats: Word and text-encoded inscription for OAI harvesting. Both sets of electronic lectures must be reviewed for spelling accuracy due to the 1% error rate. 

Scholars aware of this project are eager for to see the comparative lectures. Some of the corresponding Howard-Kostof lectures will be mounted on the Internet. A print publication of the entirety or major portion of the lectures is anticipated by the College of Environmental Design. These primary texts will make a substantial contribution to the historiography of architectural pedagogy in the 20th  century United States.

Funds from The Bancroft and the Architecture Department will be supplemented by this LAUC grant. Time line for this project expected to be one year

LAUC Research Grant Proposal, 2006-2007: One Hundred Years of Architectural History at UCB - A Comparative View

Part 2 : Need for Research.

In 1901 UC President Benjamin Ide Wheeler asked John Galen Howard to establish a supervising architect’s office on the Berkeley campus. At the same time, Wheeler asked Howard to found a school of architecture. Howard did both.  Today John Galen Howard (JGH) is best known for his twenty-three distinctive neo-classical buildings on campus, plus many other structures, but less well known for having established the first architecture school west of the Mississippi. 

John Galen Howard is even less well known as a teacher, even though he was a recipient of the American Institute of Architects’ educational medal. Little attention has been paid to his academic life, even though it is a life of “firsts”.  Because files on the early years of the Department of Architecture have been missing from The Bancroft, Howard’s academic life has to be cobbled together from bits and pieces.  Joan Draper’s John Galen Howard and the Beaux-arts Movement in the United States (Master of Architecture Thesis, University of California, Berkeley, 1972.) is perhaps the most detailed account of Howard’s life as an academic.  Sally Woodbridge’s well-received book, John Galen Howard and the University of California : the Design of a Great Public University Campus (Berkeley: University of California Press, 2002.) briefly summarizes information from Draper’s thesis in a couple of paragraphs. Gwendolyn Wright and Janet Parks’ edited book, The History of History in American Schools of Architecture, 1865-1975 (New York: Princeton University Press, 1990.) is more expansive in its overview of the changing relationships between the study of architecture and architectural history.  Wright’s essay, “History for Architects” (pages 13-52) cites the history Beaux-Arts course of study as 

“de rigeur in all existing schools; it also provided the pedagogical context for new professional schools founded at this time [early 20th c], including the University of California at Berkeley, Michigan, Georgia Tech, Carnegie Teach, Texas, Rice, Virginia, and Princeton” (p.23).

Her essay describes the texts in use during Howard’s era as Guadet’s Elements et Theorie de l’Architecture (1902) and Choisy’s Histoire de l’Architecture, (2 volumes, 1899), portions of both of which Howard translated for his students.  

As Beaux-Arts architectural education was replaced with a modernist approach by mid-twentieth century, attitudes toward architectural history and its texts changed as well. Berkeley’s architectural curriculum was revamped in 1950 with the arrival of William Wurster, who hired James Ackerman to teach architectural history, breaking with 

“the Beaux-Arts orientation that had prevailed since the days of John Galen Howard, who taught history with paeans in verse before glass slides of famous buildings” (p.36). 

While it is true that Howard quoted Percy Blythe Shelley and quoted liberally from Guadet and Choisy, I suspect Wright’s view may be an unfair summation, as it comes primarily from William C. Hayes’ oral history account. Retired architecture librarian Arthur Waugh suspects that Hayes may have been bitter towards Howard, as Hayes worked on many Howard designs but only Howard received credit.  In any case, the literature on the history of architectural history is still scant, indeed, is a nascent area of specialization, and begs for further exploration and depth. 

John Galen Howard’s required architectural history course, Architecture 5A-F,“illustrated by lantern slides”, was the first architectural history course west of the Mississippi. The class lasted six semesters (not unusual in those days), averaging twelve lectures per semester, over three years. JGH taught the sequence eight times, from 1905 to 1928.  The JGH lecture typescripts are housed in The Bancroft Library as Bancroft Mss 67/35c Cartons 4 and 5, and the lantern slides used to illustrate those lectures are housed at NRLF as the Lantern Slide Collections of the University of California, NA2520 L36.   I have completed an index linking the individual lantern slides to the actual lectures. The JGH teaching slides have been sleeved and labeled, linked to the index, which links them to the lectures.

During the course of creating the index to the John Galen Howard lecture slides, I began to think about the value of showing some JGH lectures on the web, illustrated by the actual lantern slides he used. I have thought how interesting it would be to see the differences between the late 19th and early 20th century photographs of the buildings he taught with the mid-to-late 20th century photographs of those same buildings, many of which are still taught today. I thought it would be interesting to compare his lectures with an architectural historian’s lectures. Spiro Kostof came immediately to mind.

Spiro Kostof arrived at UC Berkeley in 1965 as an assistant professor of architectural history, the second trained architectural historian at UCB’s Department of Architecture. (Kostof, who was trained at Yale, has a chapter in Wright’s book entitled, “The Shape of Time at Yale, Circa 1960”.) Norma Evenson, the first architectural historian at Cal, and Kostof began developing a two-semester architectural history survey course which he proceeded to teach from 1965 through 1991. 

I thought it would interesting to compare architect JGH’s lectures, with his Beaux-Arts approach, with architectural historian Kostof’s lectures, with their modern approach to architectural history. How much difference would there be? What might have dropped from the canon, and what added? How did one teach architectural history a hundred years ago? Were the lectures as heavily illustrated as they are today?  Has the ability to visualize/illustrate architectural history changed the content of what is taught or how it is taught?  As far as I can tell, no in-depth comparative scholarship on the historiography and pedagogy of architectural history has yet been undertaken. During my 1997-1998 LAUC grant on the History of the Visual Copy I scoured some of the historiography of art history and architectural history, seeking information on where and how architectural historians acquired their visual teaching materials, with little result.  In many ways, this proposed exploration into the Howard lectures is the serendipitous outcome of those prior research efforts.

UC Berkeley architectural history professors Stephen Tobriner, Greig Crysler, and Andrew Shanken, Dean of the College of Environmental Design Harrison Fraker, UCB art history professor Loren Partridge, University of Virginia material culture scholar specialist in architecture Dell Upton, and Kostof literary exectutor Greg Castillo (now professor at University of Miami), all find this project intriguing and have urged me to pursue this line of inquiry. I propose to continue my research by re-creating JGH’s entire course outline, and then look for parallel or corresponding lectures from Kostof, representing another era at UC Berkeley, 1965-1991.    

Castillo, Kostof’s literary executor, arranged to have the Kostof archives go to the Canadian Centre of Architecture (CCA) in Montreal. It is not clear from the CCA finding aid where the most recent versions of Kostof’s lectures are housed. The papers have been processed, and do show Kostof’s lectures from 1965 through 1973 for the survey course, then named Environmental Design 170A-B, in the finding aid. Lecture notes for other courses also appear in the finding aid.  But Kostof was known for changing his lectures each year, adding cultures and historical periods to broaden the course, later renamed Architecture 170A-B, from its traditional European and American canon. As a person who has attended Kostof’s lectures off and on over a fifteen year period of time (1976-1991), as the person who oversaw the production and cataloging of Kostof’s slides, as the person who helped him find just the right slide in the tense moments just before his lectures began, I know he updated those verbatim lecture typescripts. Both Castillo and I believe that I will find more recent versions of his survey course in the CCA Kostof archives.

Kostof’s last semester teaching before his death was videotaped. Copies of the videos are housed in UC Berkeley’s Media Resources Center. The original videos were transferred to DVDs last summer. One set of the DVDs are housed in the Environmental Design Archives, along with the original video tapes in cold storage. Another set of the DVDs are housed at CCA. The DVDs or videos could be transcribed should no recent lecture typescripts be available, and/or should the earlier lecture notes not appear sufficient. However, the primary value of the videos-DVDs is that they show the images that accompany the Kostof lectures.

I propose to compare selected JGH and Kostof lectures. One approach will be to post their course outline or list of lectures on the internet, along with selected lectures. Another approach, one currently favored by Dean Fraker, is to publish the lectures in one comparative volume. In any case, in order to make their texts readily available for and easily comparable by scholars of architectural history, having the text in a standard word processing format, such as Word, and a text-encoded format, will ensure the greatest access both online and in hard copy. 

This proposal covers the next stage in this research project, the creation of the electronic files of both sets of lectures.

Eventually, but beyond the scope of this grant, I intend to illustrate selected comparative lectures and make them for fully available for comparison and study.

Part 3: Design Methodology.

This project will proceed by the following summary of steps:

1. photocopy, for transcription, the full texts of the Howard and Kostof lectures. 

2. review and correct misspelling of architect, building, and location names in the transcribed Word and tei (text-encoded) files

3. post complete syllabi of both lecture topics on the Internet

4. select approximately three paired lectures from the syllabi in consultation with architectural historians

5. mount or post the paired lectures on the Internet

6. pursue a comparative publication of the full set or major portion of both sets of lectures 

The Bancroft Library has graciously agreed (per verbal agreement with David De Lorenzo, January 2006) to cover the cost of photocopying the Howard (JGH) typescripts, about 1,584 pages.  If this research grant is funded, I will give The Bancroft the go-ahead to proceed with photocopying. The Bancroft has proposed making two photocopies: one for keying, one for preservation of the original typescripts.  The Bancroft, again per David De Lorenzo, has pledged up to $1,800 for Apex transcription costs, if the rest of the project is funded. The Architecture Department has pledged $1,500 for expenses not covered by the Bancroft or LAUC. My library, AVRL will cover the cost of mailing photocopies for transcription, if necessary.

In July I will travel to the Canadian Center of Architecture (CCA) in Montreal for five days in the CCA Library searching the Kostof archives. The CCA Library is regularly open only Wednesday through Friday. http://www.cca.qc.ca/.  However, I have already secured permission to work Monday through Friday, giving me a full five days to find the most complete and most recent set of lecture typescripts.  While the Kostof papers have been processed, the CCA finding aid only shows the earliest lectures from 1965-1973.  I intend to review the Kostof papers searching for the most recent set of lectures for the architectural history survey course, which Kostof taught continuously, always changing and expanding it, through 1991. Hence, my request for 5 full days in Montreal at the CCA. This is based on my experience working with the Howard lectures at The Bancroft. I expect to find filing anomalies and the more recent lectures, those which are not listed in the Kostof finding aid. A complete set of Kostof lectures for the survey course, Arch 170A-B, will be photocopied by CCA, cost to be paid by this grant. Once photocopied, they too will be sent to Apex for transcription, mailing costs covered by my library.

When the JGH lectures are returned from Apex in Word and text-encoded format, I will hire a student copy editor to look for accurate transcription of architect names like Brunelleschi, building names such as Minaksi-Sundaresvara Temple or Sacsahuaman and locations, Bhuzaneshwar and Vierzehnheiligen, seeking to catch and correct the anticipated 1% error rate.  While a 1% error rate might seem miniscule, the text will be posted to the Web and ossibly published. Both texts must convey accurately and exactly the words and spellings of each professor.  In addition, if the copy editor has enough time after spelling corrections, it would be useful to link variant names together, such as Scheslinger and Meyer Department Store, which is now known as Carson Pirie Scott.

I expect the Kostof lectures to be returned from Apex at a slightly later date than the JGH lectures, and once again, I will have the student copy editor compare the Word files with the typescripts. 

I am a unit head, routinely hiring and supervising student employees, so finding the appropriate person to serve as architectural copy editor should not be a problem. The student copy editor will work in the AVRL office at one of our student workstations.

At this point, towards the close of the next academic year, I should have two complete sets of architectural history lectures in two electronic formats, and two fully reconstructed syllabi. I will mount the syllabi on the web. (The lectures will not be illustrated at this point in time).  I will then notify Tobriner, Crysler, Shanken, Fraker, Partridge, Upton, and Castillo of the lecture syllabi availability so they can advise me on which JGH and Kostof lectures appear most suitable for an online visual comparison. I will make the final selections based on their input.

Beyond the scope of this LAUC grant is the illustration of the selected lectures. And beyond the illustration of the selected lectures, eventually the complete lectures and possibly all their illustrations would be a wonderful resource for scholars of architectural history education. This could be accomplished via the Internet and/or a print publication.
